From Baton Rouge: Take I-10 West to Lafayette 
until  you reach Beaumont, TX.  Exit onto Hwy 
69 and go north until you get to Hwy 105.  Go 
left on Hwy 105 through Sour Lake and Cleveland 
until you get to Conroe, TX.  Look for the sign on 
the right ‘To I-45’ (Loop 336) and take a right and 
go until you get to I-45 North.  Next, from I-45 
North, take the Buffalo exit and go left onto Hwy 
164 West.  Travel through Groesbeck and Mart 
and Hwy 164 will become Hwy 6 North. Go west 
on Hwy 6 until you reach I-35.  Go North on I-35 
through Waco until you get to West, TX (Exit 
353).
